BRAWDY COMMUNITY COUNCIL 

Minutes of additional meeting of Brawdy Community Council held remotely on Tuesday 28th April 2026 starting at 8.30 am.

1. Present. Cllr Mrs A Loch, Cllr W Lawrence, Cllr M Carter, Cllr D E Jones, Cllr J Tierney, Cllr P Keeling, Sean O'Connor Clerk and Mr & Mrs Lawrence residents of Treffynnon.
2. Apologies. None.
3. The clerk confirmed that the minutes of the meeting held on April 3rd 2026 had been properly proposed and seconded and added to the BCC Website.
4. Declarations of Interest.
Cllr Carter advised that he had spoken to the monitoring officer at PCC regarding the Cawdor Barracks Planning Application (Item 8) prior to the meeting. 
He has been advised that he should listen to the debate, not provide an opinion, and abstain from voting. This is due to the fact that he sits as a member of the PCC planning committee.
5. Treffynnon Defibrillator.
Mr & Mrs Lawrence were present at the meeting, and advised that the local residents had raised more than £950 towards the defibrillator project. They confirmed that the quote for the installation had been received for £195, which would provide a safety certificate upon completion.
Including the installation the total cost was £1456, including the defibrillator (£699), Cabinet (£550), and postage (£12).
As previously agreed, BCC would cover 50% of the costs.
Mrs Lawrence would therefore send the amount of £728 to the clerk for the credit of the BCC bank account. Payment in full would then be made from this account, to prove ownership, with items sent to the Treffynnon address.
It was agreed that the details of the ongoing running costs would be monitored by Mrs Lawrence and be discussed at the end of the year, when these are known.
Mr & Mrs Lawrence left the meeting.
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6.Notification of approval of Planning Application. Ref No. 25/0939/PA. Lower Tancredston Hayscastle Haverfordwest.
7. Planning Application Consultation. Ref No. 26/0022/PA. Erection of machinery store at Hendre Lodge Llandeloy Haverfordwest. The details of this case were viewed on the shared screen, and discussed and considered by councillors. It was proposed by Cllr D E Jones and seconded by Cllr W Lawrence, and unanimously agreed, that we support this application. The clerk would reply to PCC accordingly.
8. Planning Application Consultation. Ref No. 25/1101/PA. Installation of radar antenna support buildings and other associated works at Cawdor Barracks Brawdy Haverfordwest.
(Cllr Carter declared an interest as above, and took no part in the discussion)
A document issued by the applicant had been circulated to councillors prior to the meeting, which seemed to have covered the majority of issues previously raised. A discussion took place, and the question as to why more local employees were not being used in the construction stage was raised. Cllr Tierney advised that due to size of the job, and some specialist work, a larger outside company was much more likely to be used. The question of the noise during construction was raised as well as the height of the fencing, and the bird population. The prepared document issued, seemed to have addressed and answered these queries. It was outlined that during construction 300 jobs would be created, and although not locals, it would see a major boost to the local economy. Once completed there was likely to be 90/100 long term civilian jobs created also. The Chairman listened to all matters raised and then asked for a vote.
 Of the 6 community councillors present, 3 voted in favour of support, 1 voted with no objections, and there were two abstentions. The clerk would reply to PCC accordingly.
9. The Clerk reminded councillors that the next meeting was our AGM, and monthly meeting which would take place at Solva AFC clubhouse on Monday 11th May at 7.30 pm.
Cllr Jones provided his apology in advance, as he was away on that date and unable to make the meeting.
The Chairman closed the meeting at 9.05 am.
