Minutes  of the monthly meeting held at Trefgarn Owen schoolroom on Tuesday July 28th 2015.

1. Present. Cllr Mrs A Morgan, Cllr Mrs M Gwyther, Cllr Mrs M Down, Cllr D E Jones, Cty. Cllr. Lyn Jenkins & Sean O’Connor (Clerk).

2. Apologies. Cllr Mrs G Lawrence, & Cllr L E Davies.

3. The Chairman welcomed everybody to the meeting, and proceeded to read the minutes of the June 2015 meeting. It was proposed by Cllr Mrs M Down and seconded by Cllr D E Jones that they be accepted as a true record. The minutes were then signed  by the Chairman and clerk.

4. Matters arising.

4a. The Chairman reported that the community project meeting at the Schoolroom on July 7th, in conjunction with Planed, had been well attended by the locals, and the chapel representatives. A further meeting had been planned for September 15th, when a committee would be formed. The Chairman encouraged all councillors to attend this meeting. The clerk had tried to contact Planed by telephone, for an update of the 7/7 meeting, but had been advised, that they were no longer using the building in Narberth, and the current occupants were unaware of their new location.
4b. The clerk advised that he had tried to contact Gary Yates the local care ambassador, who was due to attend the July meeting, as the date had changed. He had sent an email, and left  telephone messages, but had not received a response or acknowledgement.

4c. The Chairman advised that she would contact the local handyman shortly to arrange for the village benches to be treated as previously agreed.

4d. The clerk had received a response from Darren Thomas at County Hall regarding the plans for Newgale. It advised that their preferred choice was managed realignment, rather than hold the line. He could trace no record of the agreed “boulder scheme” of 1989, and promised to look into this further. He also advised that the boulders being transferred to Amroth were part of an agreed Coastal Defence scheme. He also advised that there were futher enquiries, consultation and meetings to take place, with all interested parties involved.

4e. The clerk had contacted Victoria Thomas at Planning at County Hall regarding the impending change to the Planning Application procedure from September 1st. She sympathised with our position, but advised that as part of the Councils’ cost cutting excercise this was going ahead for everyone. She had sent a paper copy of the online procedures for councillors to follow, and the clerk was asked to make a copy of each set for all councillors, in readiness for the next meeting.

5. Notification of development. Ref No. 15/0327/PN. Intention by Arqiva to demolish a former radar tower at Cawdor Barracks Brawdy. The paperwork was viewed and discussed, and was received and filed, as there were no objections, and no need to respond.

6. Copy of Western Powers’ application regarding the overhead cable installation at Llochmeyler Llandeloy. Received & Filed.

7. Planning Application Consultation. Ref No. 15/0374/PA. Retention of dwelling (in retrospect) & demolition of rear 2 storey extension at Greenstone Farm Penycwm. The application was discussed at length at the meeting, and it was decided to reply and strongly oppose the application, outlining the following points.

a) The initial application was refused as it was an unjustified new dwelling in the open countryside, contrary to the requirements of the JUDP.

b) The enforcement notice from the Welsh Office was issued without leave to appeal.

c). The demolition of the rear  extension building, would not alter the fact that the development is an unjustified new dwelling.

d) We very dubious whether the applicant would carry out any agreement, once his application was approved.

e.) We are aware that there are other buildings on the site owned by the applicant, that have been used for residential purposes.

f.) Why has the applicant taken so long to submit this retrospective application ?. The meeting took place in January. Is it a coincidence that this is submitted now (7months later) when threat of legal proceedings are put in place ?

g.) Question 26 on the application asks : Is the site visible from the road?,  to which the applicant has answered No. This is clearly untrue, as the site has been visited by councillors, and it is clearly visible from both the roads between T/Owen & Gignog & T/Owen & Tancredston.

8. An appeal meeting was planned regarding the  planning application at Maerdy Penycwm . Ref No. 15/0173/PA. and as we had commented we were invited to attend. Prior to the meeting the clerk had contacted the Vice-Chairman, regarding this, and it was decided that we did not need to attend, as our written response was sufficient. The decision of the Vice-Chairman was endorsed at the meeting.

9. Notification of approval of variation/removal of condition 3 (agricultural occupancy) at Hendre Cross Farm Llandeloy. Received & Filed.

10. Notice received with instructions, and guidance on how to react and respond regarding spontaneous events. Telephone numbers for the police and out of hours numbers at County Hall provided to councillors.

11. Notification of free planning training workshop for councillors at County Hall on September 9th 2015 from 2pm to 5pm. The names of  Cllr Mrs A Morgan, Cllr Mrs M Gwyther & Cllr Mrs G Lawrence were to be submitted by the clerk. As Cllr Lawrence was not present, the Chairman would inform her of the event.
