Minutes of the monthly meeting held at Trefgarn Owen Schoolroom on Monday

28th. September 2015.

1) Present. Cllr Mrs A Morgan, Cllr Mrs M Down, Cllr Mrs M Gwyther, Cllr Mrs G Lawrence, Cllr D E Jones, Cllr L E Davies, Cty Cllr Lyn Jenkins & Sean O’Connor (Clerk).

Also in attendance was Mr Jeff Tierney, accompanied by Maria Goddard.

2) Apologies. None.

Mr Tierney had written to the clerk regarding the decision of the community council to oppose his planning application at the June 2015 meeting, and of breaches to the code of conduct set out by Pembrokeshire County Council.
He was advised by the Chairman that he had a ten minute slot to outline his case, and the clerk was asked to  keep time.

Mr Tierney started by asking the meeting “ Why do you not support my planning application, and why have you continued to oppose it since it was first submitted ?”
He went on to produce photographs of the development, as it was, and as it is today, and asked the question again “Why do you continue to oppose my application, when, I have received several letters of support from local residents. He added that he had been encouraged by the planning department, to submit the most recent application, and as long as he followed their suggestions, it was likely to be supported. He stated that the only reason it was declined, was as a result of the comments made in opposition by Brawdy Community Council.
Cllr D E Jones responded by adding that the reasons  the application was not supported were outlined in the councils’ reply, and that the property was considered as a new build in the open countryside. The Chairman advised Mr Tierney, that his time was up,and to stop speaking .He requested time to make one more statement, which  he was allowed by the Chairman. He stated “ I have lived here for seven years, and I feel that there is a personal grievance against me”. Cllr Mrs G Lawrence replied and assured Mr Tierney that this was not the case, and that as community councillors, they treated all planning applications on their merit, and were  fair and consistent with their responses, and considered the views of the residents whether in support or opposition.
 Mr Tierney asked if he could speak further , under any other business, but was advised by the Chairman  that only items listed on the agenda  for the meeting would be discussed. He was also advised that he and his guest could remain for the remainder of the meeting, but could not speak.

3.) The Chairman read through the minutes of the July 2015 meeting , and it was proposed by Cllr Mrs M Gwyther and seconded by Cllr Mrs M Down that they be accepted as a true record. The minutes were then signed by the Chairman and the clerk.
4) Matters Arising.

4a) None of the councillors were aware of the outcome of the community project meeting in conjunction with Planed, which was due to be held at The schoolroom on 15th September. It was not even sure whether the meeting went ahead. The clerk was advised to contact Planed for an update of the current position.

4b) The Chairman advised that she had contacted the local builder/handy- man regarding attending to repairs of the local village benches and notice boards. The bench  at Penycwm was damaged, and as Pembs County Council had installed the bench, Cty Cllr Jenkins offered to check at County Hall, who was responsible for the upkeep.

4c) The Chairman confirmed she had attended the Planning Training workshop at County Hall on September 9th. She was issued with a booklet, which was  to be circulated to all other councillors, commencing with Cllr D E Jones.

4d) The Chairman confirmed that she had attended the meeting of the Peninsular Community land trust steering group on 25th August. She advised that they were looking to buy land, and build a swimming pool and houses, but cost may be a constraint.

4e) A website address was advised to councillors  for an update to The Newgale Adaptation Plan.

4f) As agreed at the July meeting, the clerk issued copies of the new  E-planning training guidelines to all councillors.

5. Planning Application Consultation. Ref No.15/0546/PA. Change of use of former B & B cottages to self-catering at Llochmeyler Llandeloy. Cllr Mrs M Gwyther & Cllr Mrs G Lawrence declared an interest in this case and left the room. The details and paper work were viewed and discussed by councillors, and it was proposed by Cllr D E Jones and seconded by Cllr Mrs M Down that we reply with no objections.

6. Planning Application Consultation. Ref No.15/0567/PA, Replacement of  existing overhead line at Wind turbine at Maerdy Farm Penycwm. The paperwork was viewed and discussed by councillors, and it was proposed by Cllr Mrs M Gwyther and seconded by Cllr Mrs M Down that we reply in support of  this case.

7. Planning Application Consultation. Ref No. 15/0541/PA. Installation and operation of a single 250kW(30.5m to the hub height, 48m to  blade tip height) wind turbine and associated infrastructure at Olmarch farm Llandeloy. The case was discussed at length, and it was pointed out it was a very large structure, being the largest in the area, and very visible. It was also reported that local residents had been approached, and they had no objections. It was proposed  by Cllr D E Jones and seconded by Cllr Mrs M Gwyther that we reply with no objections.
